COURSE DESCRIPTION Intermediate Portuguese II. Three credits. Prerequisite: PORT
2010 or permission of instructor. Intermediate-level practice in language skills of listening,
speaking, reading, and writing, including review of Portuguese grammar. Continuation of Port
2010.

Course Objectives:. Portuguese 2020 is a continuation of Port 2010. It reviews more advanced
grammar and vocabulary to identify and/or describe the Brazilian culture. Class activities
include conversation, listening comprehension, reading and writing papers. Students who attend
class regularly, prepare all lessons carefully, and participate actively in class should be able to
understand most native speakers, use hypothetical situations, speak in the present, past and future
tenses about life events in Portuguese speaking countries, read magazines and write
compositions.
